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Doing the will of God 

means loving God and 

loving other people. 

Anyone can do that! 

And when we love others, 

Jesus recognizes us as part 

of his family. He considers 

us his brothers and sisters.

This is such an amazing 

gift! We are  free of 

anything that happened in 

the past, free from any fears 

we might have, free from 

our own way of seeing 

things. Even our limitations 

and weaknesses can be 

“launching pads” that propel 

us towards true fulfilment. 

Our whole life takes a 

huge leap in quality.

«'Be a family'. Are there people 
among you who are suffering 
spiritual or moral trials? 
Understand them like a mother 
would, and even more. Enlighten 
them through your words or 
example. Don’t let them lack the 
warmth of the family, but rather 
increase it. Are there people 
among you who are suffering 
physically? They should be your 
favorite brothers or sisters. [...] 
Never put any activity of any kind 
[…] before the spirit of being a 
family with those you are living 
with. And wherever you go to 
bring the love of Christ, [...] the 
best thing you can do is to try to 
create, discretely and with 
prudence, but also with firm 
conviction, the spirit of a family. 

It is a humble spirit, it wishes the 
best for everyone, it is not 
proud, it is [...] true charity.»1
