From the South: Join the A64 (from

the M1 or A1), turn onto the York

bypass (A1237) just before York, then
after several roundabouts, onto the
Helmsley Road (B1363) which takes you
via Stillington, Sutton on the Forest,
Brandsby, Gilling East and Oswaldkirk. At
Oswaldkirk turn left and the College is
approximately two miles along this road.
